Course Description
Globalization has presented many challenges in the anthropological project of studying local cultures. This course examines the interaction of transnational and local processes through case studies and theory. The course begins by situating debates on globalization and culture in larger discussions of political economy, world systems, and cultural imperialism. We will then proceed to examine ethnographies and critical approaches to phenomena such as global culture and media, representation and stereotyping, food, religion, tourism, migration and diaspora, etc. The final section of the course will examine the ideas of anti- and alter-globalization, transnational movements, and their relationships to local systems and the nation-state.
